7. All items not advancing to State Fair are to be picked up at the Rapides Parish Fair between the 
hours of 5:00 p.m. – 6:30 p.m. on Sunday, October 16, 2011. Articles not picked up after the 
Rapides Parish Fair must be picked up between 7:30 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. Monday, October 17, 
2011.  At the end of this period, if not claimed, these items will be donated to a worthy cause, 
Exception – Fresh Fruits and Vegetables will be disposed of at the fairgrounds, at 6:30 p.m. 
Sunday, October 16, 2011.

9. Permission by the exhibitor must be given at time of entry in order for articles to be sent to the 
state fair.
